Youth must be mature, have unit
leader approval, and their parents/guardian complete a permission form. Students & instructors must
be in good physical condition and provide a current Class 3 BSA physical form.

The non refundable fee, in advance, for the tower class is $25 and rock is $50. Includes equipment.
This does not include transportation, food, and fees. Each student must have a copy of and read
Climb on Safely, Topping Out, the Climbing MB pamphlet and “Freedom of the Hills”, 7™ edition.
