What is Backcountry Advanced Training? 

BAT is an interactive adventure designed for Scouters and more seasoned Scouts  who are preparing 
to enjoy a high-adventure trek and for those interested in organizing backcountry activities for their unit. 

This special offering titled “Leave the Trailer Behind !” is intended for units that want to introduce more 
backpacking to their annual program, and is therefore tuned specifically for Adult Leaders and Senior 
Youth Leaders. 

Two classroom sessions plus one crew meeting session are followed by a weekend backpacking 
campout adventure.  The course features information and instruction detailing trek preparation, crew 
dynamics, first aid, and techniques of backpacking - hiking, camping, and preparing meals on the trail.  
Course instructors provide connection to a fascinating network of high adventure Scouting experience 
with perspective that includes both Boy Scouting and Venturing. 

During the classroom sessions, participants are divided into crews to work out the details of trek 
planning that each new crew typically confronts.  Each crew is assigned a Ranger who leads the 
standard “shakedown” prior to hitting the trail.  Rangers also conduct hands-on training for their crew, 
including navigation and map reading, hydration and purification, backcountry menus and cooking, and 
emphasize the principles of Leave No Trace. 

When and where ? 

Two Thursday night classroom sessions plus a crew meeting are followed by a weekend backpack trek.

Crew Meeting – to be scheduled by crew with their Ranger before the overnighter

Overnighter - Friday Nov. 7 thru Sunday Nov. 9 at Camp Meisenbach, Athens, TX 

What is the Course Fee? 

The fee for the course is $20 per person ($30 if registered after October 10), which includes course 
materials, food for the weekend, and a nifty souvenir.
